3. Live pocket pets will be shown on Saturday, pre-fair from 11 am – 1 pm. Must be brought to fairgrounds

Rules: See Rules Governing Entries, Exhibitions, and Awards and General Rules 
1. Exhibitors may exhibit two different types of projects per class. 
2. A recipe must accompany each entry on 3 x 5 card. 
3. Exhibits may not be made from prepared mixes except in young division. 
4. Nonperishable foods such as cookies, cakes, breads and candies will be on display.

Food Preservation 
1. Freezer jams and jellies are not acceptable. 
2. Label food jars indicating food, date, and processing method. 
3. Foods shall be processed by MSU recommended methods. 
4. Foods shall be processed since previous fair. 
5. Foods shall be in standard canning jars (jelly, pint, and quart). 
6. Dried foods should be in clear airtight containers.

1. Entry not to exceed a 3’ by 3’ space. 
2. You may add instructions on how project was made. 
3. No limit on the number of entries. 

 
General Crafts – Macrame, latch hook, weaving, string/wire are, paper craft, ornaments, dough art, candles, beading 
or other related.

Division 5 – Visual Arts 
Rules: See Rules Governing Entries, Exhibitions, and Awards and General Rules 
1. Exhibitor may exhibit 6 entries per section as long as projects are different. Total number of entries in this 

division may not exceed 18. 
2. No exhibit shall require more than a 3’ by 4’ space. 
3. Educational exhibits may relate to any visual arts technique used in this division. 
4. Patterns or instructions may be included with entry to show how project was completed. 

 
Creative Writing 
1. All work must be original. 
2. All work must be in a folder, binder, etc. 
3. Entries to be diary, journal, poetry (single, or collection of 5 maximum), play, short story, speech on personal 

experience, music, or other related project.

Class 0321: Creative Writing - Intermediate (11-13 years)

1. Tracing of other work, pre-stamped or paint by numbers are not acceptable. Work must be original. 
2. All artwork on paper must be properly mounted on poster board. 
3. No repeat projects that have been entered before. 
4. Limit 10 entries. 

 
Drawing and Painting – Entries to be: Freehand or original watercolor, decorative poster (not educational), chalk, 
crayons, pastels, felt pen, oil, acrylic, pencil drawing or painting.

Collections 
Exhibitors must submit a paper with your collection that contains the following information. 

a. Background of the project 
b. Why the project is special to the exhibitor 
c. How the collection was “organized for display” 
d. Unique information that was learned during the project 
e. Limit 1 Entry per class. 
f. No exhibit shall require more than a 5’ x 6’ area.

Rules: See Rules Governing Entries, Exhibitions, and Awards and General Rules 
1. Exhibitors may exhibit two (2) entries per class in Section 1. 
2. Class number should appear twice on the entry form if exhibiting twice in one class. 
3. Second entry must contain different varieties from the first. 
4. NO STORE BOUGHT VEGETABLES.

Hay – Hay may be either 4” sheave or 3” bale section. Make sure to label with what cutting 1st, 2nd, or 3rd.

Novelty Exhibits 
1. All ages. 
2. Entries to be: largest sunflower seed head, tallest stalk of corn, single stalk of corn with most ears, largest 

potato, longest straight cucumber, largest celery, largest pumpkin, largest squash, largest watermelon, largest 
muskmelon, largest red beet, largest green pepper, or other similar exhibit. 

3. Exhibits will be judged on the quality of the produce

1. Exhibitor has a space of 3’ x 3’ display area and NOT over 6 foot tall. 
2. Display must sit or stand on own base for support.

Division 7: Floriculture 
1. All exhibits must include names and descriptions of flowers and/or plants. 
2. It is recommended that exhibits be made in narrow necked containers that are not taller than half the 

length of the stem of specimens exhibited.  Only weighted containers are allowed for the display of 
specimens to eliminate tipping over. Vases are appropriate for all flower arrangements. The foliage 
should be left on the specimens exhibited. 

3. Flowers grown from bulbs such as glads or dahlias are not considered annuals. 
4. Indoor plants must be owned by exhibitor for at least 6 months. 
5. Wildflowers are any flowering plants that can grow in the wild without human intervention.  The term is 

broad and can include annual, perennials, trees, and shrubs. 
6. Protected and/or endangered wild plants may NOT be exhibited. 

 
Garden Flowers 
Class 0400: Annual flowers - 3 separate individual flower stems with foliage attached; may be different colors,  

same flowers. 
Class 0401: Perennial flowers - 3 separate individual flowers with foliage; may be different colors, same 

flowers.  
Class 0402: Bulbs, corms, or tuber flowers 
Class 0403: Wildflowers – 3 to 5 flowers with foliage; may be different colors and flowers. 
Class 0404: Roses – 3 stems with foliage; may be different colors 
Class 0405: Other types of flowers 
 
Creative Arrangements 
Class 0406: Fresh (Live) Corsage, Boutonniere, Bouquet, etc. (not requiring water) 
Class 0407: Dried Flower Corsage, Boutonniere, Bouquet, etc.  
Class 0408: Artificial Flower Corsage, Boutonniere, Bouquet, etc. 
Class 0409: Cut (Fresh) Flower Arrangement (any arrangement using natural materials that requires watering)
